Localizing New York Times Stories in the High School Newspaper
by Robert Greenman
Almost every day, The New York Times publishes news, reviews, opinion columns and editorials related to the lives, interests, concerns and welfare of high school students. Most of these articles are suitable for localizing in the school newspaper, some providing advisers and student editors with just the idea for an article, others containing information for the student paper to incorporate in its story. Times articles almost always contain, as well, the names of people and organizations who can be called or emailed for additional, or more personalized, information.

The Times stories on this list appeared from March 2006 through April 2009, except for the last item, which is from 2005, and were originally posted on the Journalism Education Association listserve. 
Information or quotes taken from The Times or any other publication should be credited to it in the school paper’s localized article unless the information or quotation is general knowledge. General knowledge would be, for example, a Times mention that Ronald Reagan was America’s  40th president. To see examples of The Times itself crediting other newspapers, go to The Times’s Web site, www.nytimes.com and in the home-page search box write “the Wall Street Journal reported,” or fill in any other newspaper you choose. 
No matter how helpful a Times story is to the creation of a school newspaper article, what appears in the school paper should mainly reflect original research, reporting and interviews.

The parenthetical remarks that appear within quotation marks following a headline are verbatim from The New York Times newspaper or Web site. Those without quote marks are mine. R.G.)
